	Why did you switch careers and become a writer?  It was time for a career change and a lifestyle change.  I had wanted to be a writer since I was young, though I admit I had envisioned myself as a writer of fiction. When the right time and opportunity presented itself, I leapt.   
Some of the stories in the book are very funny.  Did you make them up?  No.  These are my actual experiences and those related to me by people either who answered the survey or whom I interviewed.  I also included things my friends or co-workers told me about their jobs and experiences.  
So far you’ve received mostly glowing reviews.  What’s your reaction?  Like anyone in the creative arts, I’m grateful when my work is appreciated. There’s always that unknown factor of how it would be received. I’m particularly grateful for the praise from university presidents.  That was unexpected and greatly appreciated.   
The book seems to be directed at college graduates. Do you recommend it for others?    Yes.  In fact, at book signings, most buyers have been older women and parents buying the book for their children.  Two universities who bought the book bought it for their freshmen class.  The issues in the book of workplace issues can happen anywhere, including work-study jobs, internships, or part-time jobs.  Roommate conflicts happen in college dorms or among working professionals.  The information on presentations, health, etiquette, and travel is useful for just about anyone. 
What’s next?   I’m working on the companion books to Dorm Rooms to Boardrooms.  First, I’m writing a money management book for the newly independent.  I’m also working on a transitions book for new college students.  Somewhere along the way, I plan to resume on my research on scholarship applications as well as write some children’s literature.  
Where do people get the book?  It’s available from my website, victoriapilate.com, and Crandell & Rose’s website (www.crandell-rose.com). It’s better for students to buy it from my website or the Crandell & Rose website because it cost $10 instead of the retail price of $13.  It’s also available from Barnes & Nobles, amazon.com, and powells.com.  Some Follett campus bookstores also carry it.  Some crafty people are selling the advanced copy online as a used book; I don’t recommend students buy those copies because the actual book is nearly 30 pages longer than the advanced copy.
